Competitive Color Prescriptions

We have amassed an extensive collection of colors from our competitor’s color merchandise. This information
is available in our Color Search option in COLORy. To see if a color exists, simply follow the same procedure
you would for a Benjamin Moore color. Enter a color number or name, along with a product, and either select
an individual company or check the “Search All” box above the Select Company drop down list.

Unlike a Benjamin Moore color which displays a prescription created and tested by our Color Prescriptioning
Lab, we store just the measurement of the competitive color. That measurement is run in our color matching
application to generate a color prescription the same as if you measured a custom color with a
spectrophotometer and calculated a match.

Therefore, when a customer requests a match to a competitive color, a retailer should follow this procedure.
First, look up the color in COLORx and determine if we have it in our system. If it is, a prescription will be
calculated and displayed. Click on the button “Closest BM Color”, this will list the five closest Benjamin Moore
colors. Suggest to the customer that they look at our closest colors and see if that meets their color
requirements. This has two benefits, if the color is acceptable, then you have a tested Benjamin Moore
prescription to make the color and you have changed a competitive color specification to a Benjamin Moore
color specification.

Second, if you or the customer has a sample of the competitive color merchandise then match the color
merchandise just as you would match a custom color. Since the customer will be judging the color to the



merchandise sample that should be your target. Depending on the age and condition of the merchandise, it
may not represent what we have stored in COLOR.

Finally, if the customer does not like our closest color and no sample of the color is available then use the
calculated match in COLOR,.

Best Practices for Retail Color Matching with Benjamin Moore Color Systems

It is important to use the proper mix of colorants to achieve the best performance for a particular color. The
colorants selected for a specific color can make a significant difference in the following product properties.

Appearance

Color-match in different lighting
Hide

Durability

Ease of reproducibility

When matching colors, there are a few important points to remember. The following guidelines will assist in
cost savings and enhance the durability of custom mixed colors:

Use the COLORXx software to develop color matches; it will select the best colorant combinations to
achieve a given color.

Follow the recommended maximum colorant addition for each base; over tinting will hurt performance.
If you match by “eye,” start with a system color that is visually close to the desired target and use the
same colorants to adjust.

Most colors can be achieved with up to three colorants, plus white if needed. While a mixture of many
colorants can be used artistically to create interesting “full spectrum” colors, the risk of encountering
problems is high. Using the minimum number of colorants to make a color can help to avoid creating
colors that appear too neutral and difficult to reproduce. White can be added to any prescription to
lighten a color.

Because the pigments used to produce colorants have different performance characteristics, use the
following guidelines to get the best combination for performance in both Gennex and Color Preview
colorants.

First choice colorants

Oxide Yellow (Y3, OY)

Oxide Red (R3, RX)

Black and Gray (S1, BK and S2, GY)
White (W1, WH)

To adjust tone or when the basic color requires it
Thalo Blue (B1, BB)

Thalo Green (G1, TG)

Magenta (M1, MA)

For exterior products, avoid opponent color matches that use Yellow (Y1, YW) and Red (R2,
RD) colorants in combination with Green (G1, TG) or Blue (B1, BB) colorants. Since these
combinations result in gray, use Black (S1, BK) or Gray (S2, GY) instead.



0 Avoid using Orange (01, OG) in exterior products.

0 Avoid using Green (G1, TG) with Orange (O1, OG) or Red (R2, RD.)
o0 Avoid using Yellow (Y1, Y2, YW) or Orange (01, OG) with Blue (B1, BB.)

Color Name Changes

As you may be aware, we struggle with inconsistencies and confusion in color names across multiple
platforms (l.e. Printed materials such as fandecks and color chips, digital assists and COLORXx). Last year, we
took the initiative to scrub, clean and consolidate multiple color lists. After months of proofreading, we now
have one clean master list which will be rolled out in printed materials, web/digital platforms and COLORX.

During this process however, we felt the need to change several color names. Some are obvious such as
Confederate Red and Pearl Harbor and some were duplicative to an existing name. Please see attached for
the list of these changes. These changes will be in effect starting Sep.1st, 2015. We will not recall existing
materials however all color collaterals will reflect this change going forward.

Installation

If you are downloading COLORy from the Benjamin Moore Retailer Portal, mybenjaminmoore.com, read the
“COLORx Download Instructions.” This will instruct you how to download and install COLOR on your
computer.

To install COLORx from a CD, you must have the Windows desktop displayed. If there are any other
applications running, they should be closed before attempting to install the program. If your system has any
automatic virus detection software enabled, it should be disabled before installing.

Insert the CD labeled “COLORy System” into the CD drive.
The installation procedure will automatically start and bring you to the Welcome Screen.

If the installation does not automatically start, click on the “Start” button, usually found at the lower left corner
of the screen. The primary menu will pop up. Click on “Run...” and the “Run” dialog box will display. Type
“DASETUP” (where “D:” is the designated drive letter for the CD) on the “Open” line and click on “OK".

The Setup Wizard will guide you through the installation.

License Agreement

As you start the installation, the License Agreement screen appears. Be sure to read this license agreement. If
you disagree with the terms of the agreement, then click on the Cancel button to exit the installation. If you
agree with the terms, then check the appropriate box to continue the installation. The installation will prompt
you to select the software region, United States or Canada The default is United States.

After the successful installation of the software you may be prompted to reboot your system.

Note: If you have a previous version of COLORx ® 6, this installation will not write over any stored samples or
stored customers. They can be still be accessed.
